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SCCO to Perform Mendelssohn and Dvorak

(White Lake, NY) The Sullivan County Chamber Orchestra (SCCO) Presents: The Pulse of Romanticism, a perform-
ance exploring the dual nature of the Romantic era: the sophisticated brilliance of Felix Mendelssohn and the rustic,
earth-bound energy of Antonin Dvorak. The concert is Sunday, April 12th at 3 p.m. at the Reformed Presbyterian
Church of White Lake, 6 Mattison Road, White Lake, NY. Tickets are a suggested donation of $25 payable at the door,
or, reserve online by visiting https://linktr.ee/nesinculturalarts.

The concert features a distinguished roster of artists, led by SCCO Co-Founders Akiko Hosoi (violin) and Andrew
Trombley (double bass). Joining them are violinist Naho Parrini, violist Chiu-Chen Liu and cellist Luke Krafka.
The program opens with Mendelssohn's String Quartet Op. 44, No. 2. Written during the composer's honeymoon, it
captures a “restless elegance”, balancing a shimmering, agitated opening in E minor with a Scherzo that flies with the
effortless grace for which Mendelssohn is legendary.
Following the intermission, the ensemble expands as Artistic Director Andrew Trombley joins on the double bass for

Dvorak's String Quintet in G Major, Op. 77. Originally premiered with five movements, this work is celebrated for
its symphonic scale. The addition of the double bass allows the upper strings a new melodic freedom, soaring over
the syncopated rhythms and folk-inspired dances of Dvorak's homeland. Together, these five musicians highlight a
shared lineage: the transformation of traditional forms into deeply personal, rhythmic and melodic journeys.

Easter Lilies
Apostles of Hope

A symbol of purity and grace throughout the ages, the regal white
lily is a fitting sign of the R
greater meaning of Easter.

The Easter lily (Latin
name Lilium longiflorum)
is native to the southern
islands of Japan. During the
1880's, the lily began to
becultivated in Bermuda.

During the 1880s Lily =
bulbs were shipped to this |
country from Bermuda Mg
where they were successful- N4
ly culitivated. However, by |
the turn of the century Japan
took the lead in growing and
exporting Easter Lilies to the
United States and dominated §
the market until the start of 5
World War 1I. |

Most Easter Lilies that we
will enjoy this holiday sea-
son can be traced back to a soldier named Louis Hougton, who filled
a suitcase with hybrid lily bulbs and brought them to the south coast
of Oregon in 1919.

Upon his return to Oregon, Houghton distributed the bulbs
among his friends and neighbors. By the time the Japanese attacked
Pearl Harbor in 1941, and the Japanese source of bulbs was abrupt-
ly cut off, the value of lily bulbs increased rapidly and many who
grew the lilies for pleasure and a hobby decided to go into business.
They referred to Easter Lily bulbs as “White Gold” with over 1,200
growers along the Pacific coast casing in on their crop.

Growing Easter Lilies required skill and effort as there was a spe-
cific science to the climate requirements. The number of Easter Lilly
growers dwindled down to ten farms between Oregon and the border
of California. This region — the Easter Lily Capital of the World —
still produces nearly all of the bulbs for the blooming potted Easter
Lily market.

Every fall the bulbs are harvested. The commercial-sized bulbs
are dug up, cleaned, graded, packaged and shipped to greenhouse
growers throughout the United States and Canada who force the
plants under controlled conditions, a delicate task, that will ultimate-
ly produce flowers in time for Easter.

As Easter falls on a different day each year, dependent upon when
the first Sunday following the first full moon after the vernal equi-
nox occurs —any time between March 22 and April 25.

From the fields to the greenhouse to your home, the Easter Lily
remains the traditional, time-honored flower of Easter. Symbolic of
a resurrection -— a mark of purity and grace throughout the ages, the
regal white lily is a fitting symbol of the greater meaning of Easter.
Gracing millions of homes and churches, the flowers personify joy,
hope and life. Whether given as a gift or enjoyed in your own home,
the Easter Lily serves as a beautiful reminder that Easter is a time for
rejoicing and celebrating.
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LOOKING BACK

Robins on our lawns, a sunny reminder that Spring is
truly here.

Some of my happiest memories of the good old days are
closely tied to Spring. Warm days meant freedom from
galoshes and mittens and even scarves.

This long cold winter just past brings back memories of
a winter long ago when my children were small and we
were living way on top of Red Hill, not far from the tower.
A bad winter storm brought us so much snow that no one
could get up there with a car. Bobbie Garafolo was our
school teacher and his transportation was snowshoes, but
he made it every morning. He tells us of a day on the first
day of Spring in 1938 when he and his brother Ed were
returning home to Claryville from Monticello. Several
miles from Grahamsville they noticed a wisp of smoke on
the horizon. When they arrived there, Porter's Store build-
ing was on fire. Flames and smoke were breaking through
the roof near the chimney. Porter's Store was on the far side
of the road diagonally across from Martha Briggs' funeral
home. The spectators who gathered were either elderly
people or children. Ed organized a bucket brigade and
Robert commandeered a 20-foot or more ladder and axe.
He broke through the other windows and chopped into the
burning timbers. By then, some able-bodied men had
arrived, and they soon had a steady flow of buckets of
water. Eventually they were able to subdue the flames.

If that building had been allowed to bum, the wind
would have carried the flames through Chestnut Valley and
leveled every structure to Ray Erath's bakery and beyond.
Bobby is wondering if anybody recalls this fire. Ed passed
away a few years ago, and Robert is living in Florida along
with his family.

News From Time & the Valleys Museum #8

Did you know there were two Nathan Hales that
fought for the American side during the Revolution? |
did not until starting research for our upcoming exhibit at
Time and the Valleys Museum. In elementary school | had
learned of the hero school teacher turned spy, who before he was hanged in
New York City in September of 1776, was supposed to have said that he only
regretted that he had but one life to lose for his country. Another Nathan Hale,
not related, served as a colonel under General St. Clair in the defense of Fort
Ticonderoga in 1777. There were no questions about Nathan the spy asked of
Colonel Hale at the time, because he did not become famous until a number of
years after the war.

Other names were more confusing to those in the fight in New York at the
time because they were names on opposing sides. There were three General
Clintons, two Americans - Brigadier General George and his brother Brigadier
General James and British general Sir Henry Clinton (whose father was also a
George). Even more confusing were four military commanders named Butler
engaged in the frontier war, two on each side!

The shared name that may have been the most consequential to the outcome
of the war was Clinton. A deception that was used in 1780 resulted in the cap-

ture and hanging of the most

The year 1778 was when a battle of the
Revolution first came to Sullivan County along the
famous Sun Trail in what is now the township of
Neversink.

To tell the story of frontier warfare in New York we at Time and the Valleys
have had to learn about those who had the name Butler. The name may have
been confusing to 18th century soldiers and is still to those who try to under-
stand the events that took place. There were Colonel John and Captain Walter
Butler, Loyalist father and son who were involved along with their Native allies
in brutal attacks on the frontier settlements of the Wyoming Valley in

Unadilla and Oghwaga (Quaga), destroying them, in
hopes of ending raids on the Ulster and Albany
County frontier settlements.

These are but a few examples of name confusion.
There were probably many more that are unknown to
me, but the story of the American Revolution in New
York was certainly impacted mightily by the names
of Hale, Clinton and Butler.

Upgrade Our
Air Defense Systems

Iran retaliated against our recent air strikes by
launching missiles and drones against our mili-
tary bases in the Middle East. They hit on and
near our U.S. Navy base in Bahrain, which is the
headquarters for our Fifth Fleet. Iran also hit a
U.S. base in Kuwait with drones that killed six
and wounded a number of our military mem-
bers. The dozen destroyers prepositioned in the
region were able to shoot down some of the mis-
siles and drones. Looking to the future, U.S.
Navy warships are typically scattered over the
world's oceans. They would not be available to
quickly concentrate to counter a surprise attack.

It appears some of our military bases in the
Middle East are targets for missile and drone
attacks that are designed to overwhelm our air
defense systems with huge numbers of incoming
missiles and drones. We need to increase the
number of Terminal High Altitude Area Defense
(THAAD) and Patriot systems available at our
bases to counter the missile attacks. Larger
quantities of interceptors are also needed.
Unfortunately, these systems are very expensive
and take time to produce.

I ran, Russia, China and other adversarial
countries have huge quantities of drones avail-
able due to the low cost to produce these
weapons. Large numbers of attacking drones
fired in rapid succession from many locations
can overwhelm air defense systems. Apparently,
Ukraine has shown that these slow-moving
drones can be shot down by high caliber
machine guns. Machine guns and ammunition
can be mass produced at relatively low cost.

We should consider the implementation of
multiple high caliber machine gun systems at
some of our military bases.

Sullivan Accepting Ag District Applications
30-Day Window to Apply Starts April 1, Ends April 30

Monticello, NY - Sullivan County is accepting applications from property owners seeking to be included in New York
State Agricultural Districts 1 and 4, for a 30-day window beginning April 1st and ending April 30th.

New York State Agricultural Districts are geographic areas that consist predominantly of viable agricultural land.
Agricultural operations within the districts are afforded benefits and protections to promote the continuation of farming
and the preservation of agricultural land. These benefits include protection of farm operations from unreasonably restric-
tive local laws, limitations on assessments for newly formed benefit districts, and notification to local governments of
projects that could adversely affect farmland.

There are two New York State Agricultural Districts in Sullivan County. Agricultural District 1 encompasses towns in
northern and western Sullivan County, and Agricultural District 4 covers the County's eastern and southern towns.

For parcels to be included in an Ag District, they must be predominantly viable agricultural land. New York State
Department of Agriculture and Markets Law, defines “viable agricultural land” as land highly suitable for agricultural pro-
duction and which will continue to be economically feasible for such use if real property taxes, farm use restrictions and
speculative activities are limited to levels approximating those in commercial agricultural areas not influenced by the
proximity of non-agricultural development.

During this 30-day window, property owners may request the addition of their land into an Agricultural District.
Applications are available by calling Melinda Meddaugh, at Cornell Cooperative Extension Sullivan County at 845-292-
6180 x116, or by emailing her at mm2592@cornell.edu.

Applications will be reviewed by the Sullivan County Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board, who will then make
recommendations to the County Legislature regarding property to be added to the districts this year. The County
Legislature will hold a public hearing and then vote on the approval of each recommended addition. Subsequent to County
approval, an updated district map with a report showing the new parcels for inclusion in the districts will be submitted to
the State Department of Agriculture and Markets for State approval. Upon approval by Agriculture and Markets, each
property owner will be notified by mail and the real property tax records for each parcel will be updated. Applicants
will receive notification by the winter.

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Fallsburg Central
School District
to Induct Three
to Hall of Fame

FALLSBURG - The Fallsburg Central School District
is excited to announce their Class of 2026 Hall of
Fame inductees: Joseph Goldstein, James Minarsky,
and Albert White.

After graduating as salutatorian from Fallsburg
High School in 1961, Joseph Goldstein studied phi-
losophy at Columbia University. Upon graduation, he
joined the Peace Corps, teaching English in Bangkok,
Thailand, where he first became interested in
Buddhism. After completing his Peace Corps service,
he spent most of the next seven years in India study-
ing and practicing Buddhist meditation. In Bodh
Gaya, India, Goldstein studied under the guidance of
Anagarika Sri Munindra and S. N. Goenka, and later
with renowned Burmese and Tibetan teachers. What
began as a Peace Corps assignment became a lifelong
journey of meditation and teaching.

In 1974, Goldstein returned to the United States to
become one of the first instructors at the newly
founded Naropa Institute in Boulder, Colorado, one
of the first Buddhist-inspired universities in the
United States. After teaching there and leading
retreats throughout North America and Europe,
Goldstein joined fellow teachers Jack Kornfield and
Sharon Salzberg in envisioning a retreat center dedi-
cated to insight meditation. In 1976, they co-founded
the Insight Meditation Society (IMS) in Barre,
Massachusetts, which has grown into an internation-
ally recognized meditation retreat center. In 1989,
Goldstein helped establish the Barre Center for
Buddhist Studies, and in 1993, the Forest Refuge, a
center for long-term personal retreats.

Joseph Goldstein has become one of the most
respected and influential teachers in the Insight
Meditation community. He is widely credited with
helping introduce insight meditation and mindful-
ness-rooted in the early teachings of the Buddha-to
the West. He has written numerous internationally
beloved books, many regarded as foundational intro-
ductions to meditation and the Buddha's teachings.
Colleagues and students alike hold him in high regard
for his clarity, humility, and warm sense of humor.

James “Jim” Minarsky, a 1958 Fallsburg graduate,
left behind a remarkable legacy as a dedicated servant
to his community. Early in his adult life, he started
working for the Fallsburg Gas Company as a propane
mechanic alongside serving as a volunteer firefighter
for the Fallsburg Fire Department. He later joined the

Grahamsville Fire Department after nine years of
service, where he was eventually elected to Chief.

Soon after serving his term as Chief, he was
appointed Deputy Fire Coordinator for the Sullivan
County Bureau of Fire. Some notable accomplish-
ments include consolidating the county's emergency
services into one dispatch center, providing new radio
systems and fresh gear for firemen, and ensuring that
all Sullivan County Fire Departments submit their
reports to the State.

His decades-long service earned him tremendous
respect within the community and beyond. He was
named honorary Chief of the Hurleyville and Fallsburg
Fire Departments, became a lifelong member of the
Hudson Valley Volunteer Firefighter's Association, and
served on the Fireman of the Year committee.

He also led a highly fulfilling career at the
Fallsburg Gas Company, earning the moniker of
“Master Propane Mechanic”. People looked to him for
his expertise on propane safety and propane-related
fire emergencies.

James passed away on June 15, 2020. However, his
impact on the community will endure for many years
to come.

When it comes to Fallsburg sports figures, one
name stands out among the rest: Albert White. His
most notable accomplishment, as a member of the
school's track and field team, was being crowned New
York State champion in the 100m in 1997, and the
200m in 1998. He was also a two-time State Runner-
Up and eight-time Section IX champion in track and
field. His school records in the 100m, 200m, and the
high jump, remain unbroken.

In addition to competing in track and field, he was
also a member of the school's soccer and basketball
teams. He helped lead his basketball team to the OCL
Championship and earned a spot as one of fifteen
players on the Times Herald-Record All-Star team

After graduating in 1998, he attended the
University of Rhode Island on a track and field schol-
arship. He competed in the 55m, 4x100, 4x400, and
200m races throughout his collegiate career. He was
awarded Atlantic-10 All-Conference and All-New
England honors.

After many years as a leader on the field, he is now
a leader in his own community. He has worked for
New Hope Community since 2005, serving as a
Staffing Specialist. He has transformed the lives of
countless residents of Sullivan County by providing
stable employment and mentorship. He also continues
to carry his passion for sports by volunteering to
coach youth sports programs.

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DEC Announces
Start of Trout Fishing Season
on April 1
Rich Angling Opportunities for

New Yorkers to
'Get Offline, Get Outside’

New York State Department of Environmental Conservation
(DEC) Commissioner Amanda Lefton today announced the April
1 start of the spring trout fishing season, which provides excel-
lent angling opportunities for wild and stocked trout.

"New York's season opener is a welcome sign of spring for
trout anglers,” Commissioner Lefton said. “I encourage anglers
to introduce someone new to recreational fishing this year and
enjoy Getting Offline and Getting Outside to experience some of
the greatest freshwater fishing opportunities in the nation."
Spring Trout Stocking

DEC trout stocking is in full swing with more than 1.7 mil-
lion catchable-size brook, brown, and rainbow trout stocked in
waters across the state from mid-March through early June.

Drought conditions at Catskill Fish Hatchery during the late
summer and autumn of 2025 reduced the water supply to a level
that inhibited brown trout growth. Therefore, on average, year-
ling trout from this facility will be shorter than the 9-inch target
size at stocking. Growth rates can be expected to recover at
Catskill Fish Hatchery with normal rainfall.

Stocked-Extended streams, specified in the Inland Trout
Streams Regulations section of the Freshwater Fishing
Regulations Guide, will receive fish every other week for two
months to provide season-long opportunities for angler success.
Most stream stockings include larger trout (12 inches or more) as
10% of the total number. Spring trout stocking lists, including the
scheduled week of stocking for trout streams, can be found on
DEC's website.

Trout Stream Fishing Opportunities

The popular Trout Stream Fishing Map on DECinfo Locator
allows anglers to view trout stream reaches, color-coded by man-
agement category, as well as fishing access associated with those
reaches. Links to the Trout Stream Fishing Map and a User
Guide_are available on DEC's website.

Anglers can also use their smart phones to find trout fishing
opportunities around the state by accessing the Tackle Box fea-
ture in DEC's HuntFishNY app. The Tackle Box provides one-
stop-shopping for information on access sites, stocking, regula-
tions and more. Information on how to download the app can be
found on DEC's website. Anglers are encouraged to check out
these valuable resources when planning their next fishing trip.

Recreational fishing supports Governor Hochul's_“Get
Offline, Get Outside” initiative promoting physical and mental
health by encouraging New York's children and families to put
down their phones and computers, take a break from social
media, and enjoy recreation and outdoor social gatherings. One

strengthen watershedmanagement and expand community
engagement in the Wallkill River and Rondout Creek water-
sheds. The award is part oW nearly $lmillion in grants
announced by DEC Wor 14 projects that saWeguard water
resources and enhance environmental education across Hudson
River communities.

Ulster County°0s project, °ooUlster County Watersheds
Coordinator Support to Local Alliances,°+ will help implement
watershedmanagement plans Wor the Wallkill River and
Rondout Creek.

The Wunding will support education and outreach eaorts,
riparian buaer plantings, and public communication on proper
sewer systemuse -key strategies Wor improving water quality
and protecting the Hudson River Estuary. These activities will
help accelerate priority actions identiWied by local watershed
groups and strengthen community participation in watershed
stewardship.

Sullivan Accepting
Ag District Applications
30-Day Window to Apply
Starts April 1, Ends April 30

Monticello, NY - Sullivan County is accepting applications from
property owners seeking to be included in New York State
Agricultural Districts 1 and 4, for a 30-day window beginning
April 1st and ending April 30th.

New York State Agricultural Districts are geographic areas that
consist predominantly of viable agricultural land. Agricultural
operations within the districts are afforded benefits and protec-
tions to promote the continuation of farming and the preservation
of agricultural land. These benefits include protection of farm
operations from unreasonably restrictive local laws, limitations on
assessments for newly formed benefit districts, and notification to
local governments of projects that could adversely affect farm-
land.

There are two New York State Agricultural Districts in
Sullivan County. Agricultural District 1 encompasses towns in
northern and western Sullivan County, and Agricultural District 4
covers the County's eastern and southern towns.

For parcels to be included in an Ag District, they must be pre-
dominantly viable agricultural land. New York State Department
of Agriculture and Markets Law, defines “viable agricultural land”
as land highly suitable for agricultural production and which will
continue to be economically feasible for such use if real property
taxes, farm use restrictions and speculative activities are limited to
levels approximating those in commercial agricultural areas not
influenced by the proximity of non-agricultural development.

During this 30-day window, property owners may request the
addition of their land into an Agricultural District. Applications
are available by calling Melinda Meddaugh, at Cornell
Cooperative Extension Sullivan County at 845-292-6180 x116, or
by emailing her at mm2592@cornell.edu.

Applications will be reviewed by the Sullivan County
Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board, who will then make
recommendations to the County Legislature regarding property to
be added to the districts this year. The County Legislature will
hold a public hearing and then vote on the approval of each rec-
ommended addition. Subsequent to County approval, an updated
district map with a report showing the new parcels for inclusion in
the districts will be submitted to the State Department of
Agriculture and Markets for State approval. Upon approval by
Agriculture and Markets, each property owner will be notified by
mail and the real property tax records for each parcel will be
updated. Applicants will receive notification by the winter.

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Ulster County Executive
Jen Metzger Proposes Local
Law to Establish Common-

Sense Identification
Standards for Law
Enforcement
Law Aims to Ensure Safety,
Transparency and
Accountability

KINGSTON, NY - Ulster County Executive Jen
Metzger today announced the introduction of a new
local law that would establish clear, Countywide stan-
dards for law enforcement identifiability during pub-
lic facing operations. The legislation, titled the
“Baseline Standards for Law Enforcement
Identifiability Law,” is co sponsored by Legislature
Chair Peter Criswell and Legislators Debra Clinton
and Eric Stewart, who chair the Public Safety and
Health, Human Services and Human Rights
Committees, respectively.

The proposed administrative law is designed to
establish a clear, consistent expectation that during
public facing encounters, members of the public can
readily identify both the agency and the individual
officer exercising authority.

Under the proposal, officers engaged in public fac-
ing law enforcement activity - including those serving
on federal, state, local, and multi agency task forces -
would be required to display visible identification,
such as a last name, badge number, or unique identi-
fying number, and to provide that information verbal-
ly upon request. The law also establishes a presump-
tion against the use of facial concealing masks unless
there is a specific operational necessity, such as
undercover work, emergency protective equipment,
or other narrowly defined circumstances.

“Public trust is the foundation of public safety.
When someone is stopped, questioned, or directed by
law enforcement, they should be able to clearly iden-
tify who is exercising authority over them,” said
Ulster County Executive Jen Metzger. “This law
establishes a common sense standard that will protect
the public and officers, alike, by reducing confusion,
preventing impersonation, and strengthening trans-
parency. Officers should not be masked or concealing
their identities as a standard practice, which runs
counter to public safety and to the level of transparen-
cy and accountability we expect in a democracy."

“Anonymity undermines oversight and transparen-
cy,” said Ulster County Sheriff Juan Figueroa. “While
masking can be justified in confidential investiga-
tions, it is unnecessary in routine operations. Public
trust diminishes when law enforcement creates fear
rather than communicating with common sense trans-
parency.”

"Communities across the country are having this

conversation about law enforcement identifiability and
accountability,” said Peter Criswell, Chair of the Ulster
County Legislature. "This law establishes clear stan-
dards that protect constitutional rights while supporting
effective law enforcement. Ulster County is showing
how local government can lead with proactive policy
that ensures transparency, accountability, and public
trust. | look forward to moving it through the legisla-
tive process."

“This proposed law strengthens trust on all sides.
When people know who is giving an order, interactions
are safer and more accountable for everyone,” said
Legislator Debra Clinton, Chair of the Law
Enforcement and Public Safety Committee. “These are
practical, common-sense standards that support good
policing and a stronger relationship between law
enforcement and the community.”

“This legislation is about clarity and trust,” said
Legislator Eric Stewart, Chair of the Health, Human
Services and Human Rights Committee. “When offi-
cers are identifiable, interactions are safer, tensions are
lower, and the public can be confident that those exer-
cising authority are who they say they are. These are
basic expectations in a healthy democracy, and | want
to thank County Executive Metzger for introducing this
legislation. I'm proud to support this measure.”

The legislation does not mandate how agencies con-
duct operations; instead, it sets a baseline public safety
standard that ensures transparency, prevents imperson-
ation, and protects the public's Constitutional right to
seek accountability.

If an officer or agency fails to comply with the law,
the matter would be reviewed through an administra-
tive process. All complaints will be handled by the
Ulster County Human Rights Department, and any nec-
essary funding to administer the process will come
from the department's budget. If the law moves for-
ward, Ulster County will contract with two independ-
ent attorneys - one to serve as administrative counsel
and one to serve as the hearing officer - to ensure a fair,
impartial review of any alleged violations. These attor-
neys would determine whether a violation occurred and
whether a warning, corrective order, or civil penalty is
appropriate.

The law includes clearly defined exceptions, includ-
ing undercover operations, emergency protective
equipment, hazard related masking, protective services
details, exigent circumstances, and situations where
compliance would conflict with federal or state law.

If approved to move forward at the Legislature's
April session, the proposed law will proceed to a pub-
lic hearing in May.

The proposed law is grounded in longstanding state
and federal policies prohibiting law enforcement
impersonation and is designed to support public safety,
de escalation, and Constitutional rights. It affirms the
County's home rule authority to enact generally appli-
cable public safety regulations governing conduct in
shared public spaces - similar to traffic rules, emer-
gency vehicle lighting requirements, and other stan-
dards that apply to all agencies operating within the
County.

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Referring Potential 501(c)(3) Violations to IRS for
Investigation

Recent reporting uncovered deeply concerning evidence
that hundreds of nonprofit organizations in New York may
have violated federal law by engaging in partisan political
activity. A Times Union investigation found more than
1,000 political contributions totaling over $400,000 from at
least 650 nonprofits that are legally prohibited from sup-
porting candidates or participating in campaigns. Even
more troubling, many of these organizations certified to the
IRS under penalty of perjury that they were not involved in
political activity. This is not a minor technical violation. It
is a widespread breakdown in enforcement that undermines
trust in our elections and allows taxpayer-subsidized organ-
izations to influence the political process in ways that are
clearly prohibited under federal law.

In response, | took immediate action and formally
referred this matter to the Internal Revenue Service, calling
for a full investigation and enforcement of the law. Federal
law is clear: 501(c)(3) organizations cannot engage in par-
tisan political activity, and those that do must be held
accountable, including revocation of their tax-exempt status
where appropriate. The integrity of our elections depends
on a level playing field, and when organizations that bene-
fit from taxpayer support secretly pour money into cam-
paigns, it corrupts that process. As Chair of the Election
Integrity Caucus, | will continue working to ensure our
laws are enforced and that no one is allowed to exploit the
system at the expense of the American people.

Introducing Legislation to Establish a Permanent Full Risk
ACO Program in Medicare

Alongside Rep. Brad Schneider (IL-10), we introduced
bipartisan legislation to establish a permanent full risk
Accountable Care Organization (ACO) program within
Medicare, building on a model that is already delivering
real results for patients and taxpayers. Today, more than 14
million seniors receive care through ACOs, which have
improved outcomes and generated billions in savings by
focusing on prevention, coordination, and managing chron-
ic conditions. However, these programs have remained
stuck in temporary pilot phases, limiting long-term invest-
ment and access. This legislation creates a permanent path-
way for providers to take full accountability for both the
cost and quality of care, with dedicated tracks for broader
populations and high-need patients. The goal is simple:
move away from one-size-fits-all care and toward a system

that delivers better outcomes, lowers costs, and strengthens
Medicare for the future.

As your representative in Congress, my top priority is
championing legislative initiatives that benefit you and your
families. Each week, | review numerous bills and letters,
engaging in thorough discussions with members of our com-
munity to determine which actions to support and address
your needs. Below are a few bills I recently cosponsored.

H.R. 5518, the Integrated Cross-Border Law Enforcement
Operations Expansion Act: This bill would strengthen cross-
border law enforcement cooperation between the United
States and neighboring countries to address transnational
crime, including drug trafficking, human smuggling, and
other criminal activities that cross international borders.
Transnational criminal organizations exploit jurisdictional
gaps to evade enforcement, underscoring the need for coor-
dinated law enforcement efforts to safeguard the public. This
legislation enhances law enforcement capabilities and
improves collaboration to combat cross-border threats and
keep our communities safe.

H.R. 5462, the Michelle Alyssa Go Act: This bill would
expand federal support for mental health outreach and inter-
vention programs for individuals experiencing severe mental
illness, including those who may pose a risk to themselves or
others. Specifically, it would provide grants to support com-
munity-based treatment, crisis response services, and coordi-
nation between mental health providers and local authorities.
Untreated severe mental illness can have serious conse-
quences for individuals and pose threats to public safety.
H.R. 5462 helps strengthen early intervention efforts and
improve access to care, helps reduce risks, and supports indi-
viduals in crisis.

H.R. 563, the No Retaining Every Gun In a System That
Restricts Your Rights Act: This bill would prohibit the feder-
al government from creating or maintaining a registry of
firearms, firearm owners, or firearm transactions. Federal
entities have no business maintaining a digital, searchable
database of law-abiding gun owners that could be used for
future gun confiscation that would harm individual privacy
and law-abiding citizens' Second Amendment rights. This
legislation reinforces these protections by ensuring that law-
ful firearm ownership is not subject to centralized tracking
or monitoring.

Transparency in Congress and a well-informed electorate
are vital to preserving our self-governing Constitutional
Republic. My constituents deserve to know how their mem-
bers of Congress vote, which is why | have explained every
vote | have cast in Congress since | was first elected.

Tuesday, March 24

| voted “Yes” on H.R. 6422, the American Water
Stewardship Act. This bill reauthorizes funding at current
funding levels for several EPA programs aimed at improving
water quality and carrying out ecosystem restoration projects
across the country. (Contd. Pg. 57)
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Additionally, this bill contains provisions directing the
Government Accountability Office (GAO) to report to
Congress on ways the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) can improve the efficiency and effectiveness of these
programs. Clean water is vital to communities and helps
residents, farmers, and businesses thrive. This program
ensures common-sense accountability and efficiency in
protecting clean water and ecosystems. This bill passed the
House by a vote of 378-32.

Wednesday, March 25

| voted “Yes” on H.R. 5103, Make the District of Columbia
Safe and Beautiful Act. This bill establishes a program
under the Department of the Interior Secretary to beautify
the District of Columbia, including removing graffiti and
restoring public property. Additionally, this bill establishes
a D.C. Safe and Beautiful Commission comprised of feder-
al and D.C. government officials to enable coordination
and full enforcement of federal and local laws within the
District. Radical left-wing policies turned our Nation's cap-
ital into one of the most dangerous cities in our country and
the world, allowing vandalism and property destruction
throughout the city. Upstate New Yorkers who visit our
Nation's capital should never feel unsafe or be threatened
by violent criminals. This will support the Trump adminis-
tration's efforts to preserve our historical sites, keep every
American safe, and enhance cooperation with law enforce-
ment. This bill passed the House by a vote of 218-206.

Thursday, March 26

| voted “Yes” on H. Res. 1128, Expressing the support of
the House of Representatives for the Department of
Homeland Security. This resolution recognizes the impor-
tance of fully funding all components of the Department of
Homeland Security (DHS) and emphasizes that withhold-
ing funding of individual DHS components would create
uncertainty in an increasingly heightened threat environ-
ment. DHS plays a crucial role in protecting our nation
across multiple fronts, including securing our borders,
ensuring airport safety, and defending critical infrastruc-
ture. Their work is fundamental to maintaining the security
and resilience of our nation, and it is important to recognize
the good work that these brave men and women do to pro-
tect our communities. It is vital that we fully fund this
department. This bill passed by a bipartisan vote of 225-
187, with 13 members voting present.

| voted “Yes” on H.R. 8029, the Pay Our Homeland
Defenders Act. This legislation provides full funding for
the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and restores
operational capacity across its agencies, including Customs
and Border Protection, Immigration and Customs
Enforcement, the Coast Guard, TSA, FEMA, and the
Secret Service. DHS plays a central role in protecting the
United States from terrorism, cyber threats, illegal border
crossings, and other national security challenges. In recent
weeks, operational disruptions have limited several DHS
components to performing only essential functions, raising
concerns about preparedness amid heightened global
threats. The House passed the bill to ensure these critical

agencies have the resources they need to protect the
American people and maintain national security readiness.
With threats around the world escalating and national secu-
rity on the line, the United States cannot afford to allow the
continued Democrat shutdown of the Department of
Homeland Security. DHS protects our borders, secures our
airports, defends our critical infrastructure, and responds to
emergencies nationwide. The House has once again done
its job and passed legislation to fund these essential mis-
sions. Now Senate Democrats must stop playing political
games, pass this bill immediately, and fully reopen the gov-
ernment.

This legisla-
tion holds nations accountable for unlawfully seizing
American assets, safeguarding American businesses from
foreign interference. This bill passed the House by a vote
of 247-164.

| voted “Yes” on H. Res 1142, a resolution agreeing to the
House Amendment to the Senate Amendment to H.R.
7147, the Homeland Security and Further Additional
Continuing Appropriations Act, 2026. House Republicans
have repeatedly voted for a clean FY26 Homeland Security
appropriations bill to fully fund all of the Department's
vital work to keep Americans safe. This includes all 10
agencies under DHS, including Customs and Border
Protection, Immigration and Customs Enforcement, the
Coast Guard, TSA, FEMA, and the Secret Service.
Unfortunately, Congressional Democrats have dragged
their feet and put Americans' lives in danger due to their
refusal to support commonsense border security policies.
Disappointingly, the Senate caved to the Democrats'
demands and sent the House a bill that would fund all of
DHS except ICE and CBP.

Master Teachers support students from kindergarten
through high school (K-12) in the areas of science, tech-
nology, computer science, robotics, coding, engineering,
math, integrated STEM and agricultural education.
Many new Master Teacher and Master Counselor mem-
bers have been recognized by their local school districts

gnd community organizations for their work with stu-
ents.

Master Counselors are active members of their pro-
fessional associations, serving in leadership roles and
regularly engaging with local industries to help students
chart a path to success. The counselors serve In various
district-level and state-level roles, joining the program as
experienced leaders dedicated to developing and sharing
best practices. More than 50 percent of the Master
Counselors hold additional certificates or NYS trainings,
including Disability Services and National Board.

To date,
55.4% of the estimated class of 2026 in New York has
completed a FAFSA.

Throughout their four-year participation in the pro-
gram, Master Teachers and Master Counselors will
receive a $15,000 stipend annually; engage in peer men-
toring and intensive content-oriented professional devel-
opment opportunities throughout the academic year;
work closely with pre-service and early career teachers
and counselors to foster a supportive environment for the
next generation of STEM teachers and counselors; and
attend required regional meetings to participate in and
lead professional development sessions each year.

The program is part of Governor Hochul's broad
agenda to support New York State's Teaching Workforce.
In addition to this longstanding recognition, in January,
Governor Hochul announced that SUNY is updating
expectations for all educator preparation programs to
align with the “Science of Reading,” which is a set of
evidence-based principles for providing literacy instruc-
tion.
