The Tiny Fairy Spud
A Real Spring Beauty

I was out walking the dog this morning and noticed a few delicate
spring wildflowers gracing the forest floor in our backyard. They were
little Fairy Spud, also known as Spring Beauty (Claytonia virginica).
Fairy Spud are small low-growing
wildflowers that appear in a star-
like cluster of five white to light
pink flowers.

The Fairy Spud is one of the
most common native perennials in
eastern North America. One rea-
son it is so common is its ability to
survive in areas that have suffered
through the breakdown of a forest;
in our case in Sundown, erosion
from Hurricane Irene. Many other
native woodland wildflowers did-
n't fare as well.

This perennial wildflower is about 3-6" tall, consisting of a flower-
ing stem with a pair of opposite cauline leaves (leaves arising directly
from the root/rootstock) and some basal leaves (located at the base of a
plant or stem) that are linear or linear-lanceolate, (shaped like a head of
a lance) slightly re-curved, glabrous, smooth along the margins, and
slightly fleshy. There is a single central vein along the length of each
leaf. The leaves are about 2-5" long; their width varies somewhat
depending on the local ecotype, but it is approximately 1/4 inch across.

The stem is light green or slightly reddish green, glabrous (smooth),
and rather succulent. The stem terminates in a floppy cluster of flowers.
Each flower is about 1/3 of an inch across when it is fully open, consist-
ing of 5 petals, 2 green sepals, 5 stamens with pink anthers, and a pistil
with a three-part style. The petals are white with fine pink stripes; these
stripes vary from pale pink to bright pink. The flowers open up on warm
sunny days, and close during cloudy weather and at night. They are more
or less erect while open, but nod downward when closed. The blooming
period occurs from mid to late spring and lasts about 1-2 months. Each
fertile flower produces an ovoid capsule containing several seeds; this
capsule is enclosed by the 2 sepals. The root system consists of a small
corm and secondary roots. This wildflower spreads by reseeding itself;
sometimes forming rather loose colonies of plants.

The Fairy Spud thrives in deciduous forests and forest edges in
upland and riparian settings.

Honey bees and butterflies are attracted to the pollen of the Fairy
Spud flower.

The corms of the Fairy Spud are often dug up and eaten by some
small rodents, including the White-Footed Mouse and Eastern
Chipmunk while the foliage is sparingly eaten by White-Tailed Deer.

According to the Brooklyn Botanic Gardens, the short-lived Fairy
Spud are not only beautiful, but a tasty spud-like vegetable. The tubers
are often compared to tiny potatoes but taste much sweeter than the
average spud! They are rich in nutrients including potassium, calcium
and vitamins A and C. No wonder the name - Fairy Spud!

If you take a hike through the Catskill Park during April or early
May chances are you will see these enchanting little flowers along the
way.

Conceivably, no other wildflower announces the magic of the new
spring with such passionate intensity as the tiny little Fairy Spud - a real
Spring Beauty!

Wings of Spring -A Guided Birdwatching Walk in the
Neversink Watershed

To understand the Revolutionary War
events that happened in Ulster and Orange
Counties and in neighboring Pennsylvania, we at Time and
the Valleys Museum have worked to know the characteris-
tics of the opposing forces that clashed in the area. When
the words Continentals, Minutemen, Rangers or militia are
used in reference to the Patriots; or Regulars, Grenadiers,
Regiment of Foot or Dragoons used when referencing
British forces, a basic understanding of each is needed. The
paid Germanic troops and the Loyalist military units along
with their Native allies also must be factored into our basic
knowledge.

The storied British Army had,
in the earlier years of the 18th
Century, defeated the French and
their Native allies in a series of
wars that ended with the Peace of
Paris in 1763. Well trained, brave,
proud and handsomely uniformed,
they engendered fear in their ene-
mies. At the outbreak of the
Revolution, the “Redcoats” came
to Boston to tame the unruly rebels.

The Regulars of the British
Army were made up of regiments
of foot soldiers, horse soldiers,
artillery and marines that landed
from ships. The regiments of foot,
the backbone of the forces, grew in
number as the war continued. The
grenadiers were selected from
these regiments because they were
the strongest and tallest and origi-
nally given the job of throwing
grenades into fortifications. They
wore bear skinned hats that made
them appear even more fearful.
There was also the light company as part of the regiment made
up of very physically fit soldiers who served as Rangers or
Scouts ranging ahead of the main body of troops to observe
enemy movements. Dragoons were the cavalry, often used to
charge into the fight to turn the tide of battle.

Fighting alongside the British were the German troops,
American Loyalist units and Native allies.

Over 29 thousand Germanic soldiers were sent by numer-
ous allied provinces that would later unite to form the nation of
Germany. The most famous were those from the province of
Hess-Cassel and thus all the troops became known in America
as Hessians.

The American Loyalists were considered extremely impor-
tant. They knew the land, could spy easily and formed close
bonds with Native Americans. The British formed numerous

Loyalist regiments with names such as Butler's Rangers, the
King's Royal Regiment, the Royal Highland Emigrants, and
the King's American Regiment, the group that Jacob Rose lost
his life recruiting for (see article #7).

The Native forces in New York were mostly under the
command of Thayendanegea also known as Joseph Brant, an
educated Mohawk, whose family had been close to Sir
William Johnson, the British Indian agent who had died just
before the Revolution. Many Iroquois and other New York
tribes such as the Esopus united under his leadership and
impacted the war in New York in important ways.

The Americans had two major
armies, the Continental Line or
regulars under the command of
General George Washington con-
trolled by the Continental
Congress, and militia groups in
various states.

Washington's troops served set
terms, at first one year, then three
and finally for the duration of the
war. They were paid by Congress,
when it was able to do so, issued
uniforms and served wherever the
army moved in the 13 states.

The militia were state troops,

often called up as needed in the
event of a threat or impending
attack. They were the home army
meant to protect the local area
only. Milita units had long been a
part of life in the colonies. New
York's militia laws had first been
enacted in 1664. Colonial gover-
nors under various British mon-
archs made minor changes. The
typical units were called up only when needed, had minimal
training and could not be called out of state for more than
three months. Service was required for all able-bodied men
between the ages of 16 and 50 under penalty of fine or impris-
onment. The soldiers needed to provide their own arms and
ammunition and were usually attired in their own clothes,
rather than issued uniforms. Each county fielded its own
units. Militias could not have won the war alone, but con-
tributed in many battles to American victories.
To tell our story in the lower Hudson and Catskill region, most
attention needs to be given to the Loyalist Regiments and their
Native allies in opposition to the Ulster and Orange County
militia units. In future columns more will be told of the Ulster
County militia who bravely responded so often to the Native
and Loyalist attacks in the watershed area.

Promote Organ Donation Awareness

Kingston, NY - The Ulster County Clerk's Office, in partnership with Donate Life New York State, will host a “Raise
the Flag for Life” ceremony on Friday, April 17, 2026, at 10:30 AM at the Ulster County Office Building, 244 Fair
Street, Kingston. During the event, a Donate Life flag will be raised to encourage enrollment in the New York State
Donate L|fe Reglstry and to highlight the lifesaving |mpact of organ eye, and tissue donation.

“Our goal is to have Donate Life flags waving atop all county government buildings throughout our state,” said
Aisha Tator, Executive Director of Donate Life NYS. “Waving these flags helps create a culture of donation and brings
hope to the thousands of New Yorkers awaiting a transplant.”

While more than 3,200 lifesaving organ transplants were performed in New York State last year, approximately
8,000 residents remain on the national transplant waitlist. In 2025 alone, roughly 300 New Yorkers died while waiting
for a transplant. A single organ donor can save up to eight lives, while tissue and cornea donors can improve more than
75 lives.

Ulster County Clerk Taylor Bruck emphasized the importance of community participation: “Organ donation is
something that touches so many families, often in moments of both profound loss and incredible hope. Many of us
know someone who has waited for a transplant or whose life was saved because of one generous decision. Taking a
minute to register is a simple act, but it has the power to give someone else more time, more memories, and more life.
| encourage everyone in our community to consider enrolling and to have that conversation with their loved ones-
because one decision can truly change everything.”

In addition to the flag-raising ceremony, an informational table will be set up in the lobby of the Ulster County
Office Building throughout the morning on April 17th, featuring educational materials, giveaways, and light refresh-
ments for attendees.

More than 8.3 million New Yorkers are currently enrolled in the Donate Life Registry. Residents age 16 and older
can enroll through the DMV, online at donatelifenys.org, when registering to vote, or through other state programs. To
make an appointment at the Ulster County DMV, please visit https://bit.ly/UCDMVappt.

NEW REPORT from Hudson
Valley Pattern for Progress —
Hudson Valley loses
10,000 people,
$590 million in incomes in
latest migration report

Pattern released its latest report on migration - the
movement of people county-to-county and state-to-state
throughout the country. This report highlights the effects on
the Hudson Valley for the latest reporting period, including
some trends analysis going back to 1996.

Between these trends and lower births, the Hudson
Valley, for the first time in its history, is facing the prospect
of significant population decline over the next decade. It's
important that we see and understand these trends, think
about their potential effects, and create evidence-based
plans to deal with them.

The data represent a period of time in the Hudson
Valley when migration was influenced by four major
factors: skyrocketing housing prices, the growing preva-
lence of remote work, the end of the Covid-19 pandem-
ic, and a growing retirement wave among the Baby
Boomer generation.

During that period, federal data show the Hudson
Valley experienced some of the worst population losses
to migration in the past 30 years. The region lost a net of
10,174 people who moved to other counties and states in
the latest reporting period. The combined population
losses in 2021-2022 represent the biggest outmigration
from the Hudson Valley since 2004-2005, when thou-
sands moved from the Hudson Valley to New York City
as part of a post-9/11 return to the metro area.

Here are some key facts from the new report:

- The Hudson Valley lost a 10,174 people to migration
in 2021-2022.

The region has lost a net of 156,937 to outmigration
since 1996, which represent about 6.5% of our total pop-
ulation.

The neighboring counties in neighboring states
remain the biggest destination for people leaving the
Hudson Valley, as 17,216 people moved just over the
border in the latest reporting period.

A net total of 16,050 people moved into the region
from New York City.

The Hudson Valley lost $592.4 million in adjusted
gross incomes during this time.

The losses were felt more broadly across the State
of New York, which lost a net of 164,112 people to
outmigration, including $10.6 billion in incomes.

Ulster County was an outlier in the region. It was
the only county to gain population from migration, a
total of 279 people, and it gained $169.1 million in
adjusted gross income, by far the highest of any
county.

The average incomes of those moving into and out
of the region continued to show that gentrification
was affecting some of our northernmost counties.
For example, households moving into Columbia
County brought an average income of $114,885,
while those moving out earned $95,936; in Ulster
County those moving in earned $113,328, while
those leaving had an average income of $79,598.

The migration trends underscored that remote work
is @ major force reshaping local labor patterns, hous-
ing demand, and incomes.

Available to Land Trusts to
Conserve Private Forests In

New York State
Funding Will Protect
Forestland from Future

Development and Contribute

to the State's 30x30 Goal

New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation Commissioner Amanda Lefton today
announced that $1.35 million is now available through
the fifth round of the New York State Department of
Environmental  Conservation's (DEC)  Forest
Conservation Easements for Land Trusts (FCELT)
Grant Program. Eligible, accredited land trusts may
apply for up to $350,000 to purchase conservation ease-
ments on privately owned forested land in New York
State. DEC created the grant program to help conserve
forest land to protect vital ecosystem services, including
erosion and flood control, wildlife habitat, water and air
filtration, and climate change mitigation.

“New York's forests are one of our greatest natural

assets-providing a variety of ecological and economic
benefits, as well as places for families to connect with
the outdoors,” said Commissioner Lefton. “The grant
funding provided through this successful partnership
with the Land Trust Alliance and New York's land trusts
underscores New York's commitment to biodiversity,
wildlife habitat protection, and strong community part-
nerships across the state helping our forests remain as
forests.”
The grants are administered by the Land Trust Alliance
in coordination with DEC. To apply, a land trust must
be accredited by the Land Trust Accreditation
Commission. A 25% match is required. Applications are
due by 5 p.m. on August 13, 2026. Projects selected for
FCELT grants should further goals and/or strategies
identified in the New York State Open Space
Conservation Plan, the New York State Wildlife Action
Plan, the New York State Forest Action Plan, and/or
other local, regional, or statewide land protection plans.
Complete details about this grant opportunity can be
found on the FCELT webpage.

Manager of the Land Trust Alliance's New York
Program Jamie Brown said, “The FCELT program is a
vital tool in the State's efforts to protect New York's
forests. These lands benefit everyone by providing
clean air and water, jobs, habitat, and recreational

Tool to the New York State
Workforce

* Follows Success of 1200-Person Pilot
Across Eight State Agencies and Promotes
the Continued Responsible Use of Al
» Makes NY the Largest State in the Nation
To Expand Such a Program, Offering to
Over 100,000 State Employees
» Ensures State Employees Grow their Skills
and Knowledge To Harness Emerging
Technologies for the Public Good

Governor Kathy Hochul today announced the expansion
of artificial intelligence (Al) education and training to the
entire New York State workforce, fulfilling a bold and for-
ward-looking 2025 State of the State pledge that ensures
over 100,000 hardworking state employees can use Al
responsibly to better serve New Yorkers. This expansion
makes New York the largest state in the nation to securely
provide this emerging technology to its entire state work-
force.

“We are putting New York at the forefront of the Al rev-
olution, ensuring that the journey forward is safe and
responsible,” Governor Hochul said. “I'm excited to fulfill
our vision of embracing innovation, upskilling our employ-
ees and better serving New Yorkers.”

This action builds upon the success of the recently com-
pleted Al training pilot program managed by the Office of
Information Technology Services (ITS), which extended Al
training and Al Pro, a secure generative Al assistant tool, to
more than 1,200 users across eight state agencies.

Pilot results revealed:

0 75 percent of pilot participants saved time using Al Pro
0 90 percent felt their understanding of Al improved fol-
lowing the pilot program

0 Participants generated over 170,000 prompts during the
pilot period

0 86 percent of users want to continue using Al Pro after
the pilot

Al training is offered to state employees in partnership
with InnovateUS, an online platform governed by a coali-
tion of public sector learning and innovation leaders.
InnovateUS has trained over 200,000 public sector learners
across 50 states and cities and in 80 countries. The two-part
training is specifically designed to teach NYS employees
about responsible Al use as a public sector employee.

Accompanying the training is the Al Pro generative Al
assistant, developed by ITS and powered by Google
Gemini, which will provide State employees with a secure
environment to hone their Al skills, and unlock ideas about
how Al could help agencies problem-solve and deliver even
more for New York.

These new Al training resources, including the Al Pro

tool, will be provided to the 50+ state agencies and entities
ITS supports, while the Al training will be offered to all state
workers. Responsible Al training will be required for agen-
cies that elect to use Al Pro.

New York State Chief Information Officer and Director
of ITS Dru Rai said, “Governor Hochul has been a national
leader without peer when it comes to leveraging technology
to enhance productivity in government, improve service
delivery and create efficiencies so state agencies can better
serve the public. We are thankful to have incredible support
for this groundbreaking initiative and know that responsible
Al will bring us limitless possibilities to enact positive
change, while giving our employees an opportunity to grow
their own skills for the future.”

InnovateUS Founder Beth Noveck said, “By equipping
its workforce with practical Al and digital skills through
InnovateUS, New York will be positioned to deliver better,
more efficient and responsive services for its residents. At
InnovateUS, we look forward to continuing to support
Governor Hochul and our New York partners to harness the
potential of Al to serve the public.”

Google Public Sector Customer Engineering Managing
Director Elizabeth Moon said, “Equipping New York State
employees with both the skills and tools to use Al responsi-
bly is critical to unlocking this technology's potential to
drive efficiency and innovation, enabling the public sector
workforce to better serve New Yorkers. ITS's Al Pro, pow-
ered by Gemini, underscores Google Public Sector's com-
mitment to supporting New York State's digital transforma-
tion. We applaud Governor Hochul's focus on setting an
example for how government can embrace technology to
build a better future.”

Assemblymember Steve Otis said, “Governor Hochul's
announcement today marks a vitally important next step to
advancing responsible and knowledgeable use of Al tools by
state agencies. Artificial intelligence tools bring great bene-
fits and risks. Providing training programs will help support
state employees and provide a framework for quality control
protections essential to responsible Al use. Governor
Hochul, the Legislature, and our team at the Office of
Technology Services continue to make keeping up with the
evolution of Al a priority.”

Praise for the Al Training Pilot Program

Last Fall at the Governor's direction, ITS initiated an expan-
sive Al training pilot program with more than 1,200 participants
across eight state agencies, including the Department of Labor
(DOL), the Division of Homeland Security and Emergency
Services (DHSES), the Department of Health (DOH), NYS
Homes and Community Renewal (HCR), the Office of People
with Developmental Disabilities (OPWDD), the Office of
General Services (OGS), the Division of Human Rights (DHR)
and the Division of the Budget (DOB).

Participants represented a range of roles and professional
experience levels, including workers from administrative, com-
munications, policy, legal, service delivery, operations and tech-
nical functions. 41 percent of pilot users entered the pilot pro-
gram with no prior experience using generative Al tools, and 87
percent of users had received no prior training in generative Al.
Overall confidence using generative Al rose by 36 percent fol-
lowing the pilot program.

Pilot participants outlined numerous cases where Al
Pro streamlined their work and facilitated decision-mak-
ing, including crafting executive summaries and policy
briefs, translating complex topics into easily digestible
language, summarizing large reports and consolidating
duplicative documents, and facilitating the creation of
data dashboards, among other uses. Throughout the pilot
and with all uses of Al Pro, careful human oversight was
emphasized.

Users found that using Al Pro often allowed them to
spend more time focusing on high-
level, complex, and high value
tasks.

At the Governor's direction, ITS wrote and issued the
first-ever statewide policy, Acceptable Use of Al
Technologies, which now serves as a roadmap for state
agencies to adopt Al thoughtfully, safely and responsibly,
while optimizing efficiencies and delivering quicker and
better results for their constituents.

Most recently, Governor Hochul launched the
FutureWorks Commission to advise on policy and private
sector interventions which protect the economic security
of workers while harnessing the economic benefits of Al.
The Commission will work to identify real-time data
strategies for monitoring Al's impact, and identify policy
and private sector interventions to ensure New York's
workers, families and small businesses, not just large cor-
porations, stand to gain from the potential benefits of Al.
