The Grahamsville, Neversink and surrounding areas have long await-
ed the opening of The Quiet Saint restaurant and pub at 7991 Route 55 in
Grahamsville. The establishment offers a variety of appetizers, hand-
helds, entrees, desserts and a full bar.

The building has a history of food, having been a garage and gas sta-
tion with café operated by the Curry and Graham Families, then later an
Italian restaurant called Macchio's, then Brook's Chestnut Woods, and
most recently Eureka Cafe.

The Town was one of only a few dry towns in the State of New York.
The ban in the town of 3,557 had been on the books since 1935, two years
after ratification of the 21st amendment, which repealed prohibition
nationally. Eureka owner, Ms. Jennifer Grimes was instrumental in bring-
ing the issue to a vote in 2015, which passed by about 30 votes.

Where have all the
Trout Lilies Gone?

For the past several weeks | have been watching to see the familiar
little yellow blossoms of the Trout Lily, a/k/a Yellow Dog Tooth Violet;
Adder's Tongue, that usually bloom before the little purple and white
V|0Iets that have been flowering for the past 2 weeks or so.

3 Did I miss them, or is something else going
~=mon. | had to check and did a little research,

No, I didn't miss them this year. It seems that
the unseasonably cold weather and late frosts
had a major effect on the slower spring growth
of the plant. Most of the plants in our back-
yard still only have small leaves, and still no
flowers.

Trout Lily grow in the floor of our Catskill
Mountain forests. Once the leaves are on the
_trees, the canopy creates shade. In order to
& ‘bloom, Trout Lily need sunshine -just like us!!

. Hopefully, next year will not be a repeat of this
o8 year's lingering cold weather and we will wel-
come the little yellow blossoms and a much

warmer spring.

The Trout Lily is a herbaceous flowering plant in the family
Liliaceae, that is one of our most common spring wildflowers.

A pair of brownish-mottled leaves sheath the base of a stalk that
bears a solitary, nodding flower, yellow inside, bronzy outside. This

colony-forming perennial sends up two, 3-6 inch, elliptic, mottled
leaves and a slightly taller stalk that bears the single, nodding, yellow
flower. Petals and sepals are bent backwards exposing six brown sta-
mens. Single-leaved, non-flowering plants also occur. They are either
too young or too crowded to flower.

Trout Lilies produce large colonies of plants if they are left undis-
turbed for several decades. There have been trout lily colonies that are
said to be 300 years old! Their habitat include moist to mesic decidu-
ous woodlands and gentle slopes in wooded areas. An abundance of this
plant is an indicator that a woodland has not been subjected to the plow
or bulldozed over.

Normally, the blooming period occurs during mid-spring and lasts
about 2 weeks. Each fertilized flower is replaced by a 3-chambered seed
capsule that is ovoid and about 1/2" long. Each chamber of the seed cap-
sule contains 2 rows of flattened seeds. The root system consists of a
corm that is several inches below the surface of the ground; this corm
produces fibrous roots at its base and occasionally sends out under-
ground stolons that can form new plants a few inches away from the
mother plant.

The flowers are primarily pollinated by bees, including honeybees
and bumblebees, and also by ants. After a seed is planted, it will take
up to seven years to make a mature plant. Only plants that have two
leaves will flower. The mature plant has two mottled basal leaves, and
a small lily nodding from the top of a leafless stem. The lily opens each
morning and closes each night, but during the middle of a bright day the
petals open so far that they are all curved backwards.

For as long as | can remember, Trout Lily have been the first wild
flowers to bloom in our woods. | remember comparing the leaves that
resemble a speckled trout, to the opening of trout season - April 1st!
Let's hope the little Trout Lily blossoms return along with adequate
warming sunshine early next spring.

Ladies, | think we should get back to bread
baking.

In the olden days there was far less high blood

pressure when us girls pounded out our frustra-
tions during the kneading, or took the time during
the rising process for inner reflections as we pre-
pared the bread for our families.
Homemade bread contains more vitamins and
minerals besides being more economical than
store-bought bread. And what can be tastier than
piping hot bread right out of the oven, just oozing
with nice yellow cow's butter, and waiting to be
eaten?

Baking bread is easier to do than baking a cake.

Did you ever wonder why some people break
bread instead of slicing it? "Strictly superstitious.”
Some bakers never bake rye bread on a rainy day
because moisture in the air does reflect on bread.

Many years ago when "old wives' tales" were
often told, one of their many subjects was bread.
My Grandmother Loucks said bread should never
be cut by the light of the moon; and when making
bread be sure to put a cross on it to enable the
devil to fly out.

One of my favorite bread recipes is for
Zucchini Bread:

2 cups grated zucchini (set aside)
2 eggs, beaten
2/3 cup oil
1/2 cups sugar
1/2 cup molasses
1/2 t. spoon salt
1/2 cup raisins
cups flour
1 t.easpoon baking soda
1 teaspoon baking powder (added to flour)
1 tea.spoon cinnamon
1 t.easpoon ginger
broken nuts

Mix sugar, eggs, oil and molasses; add sifted
ingredients; add zucchini, nuts and raisins last.
Pour into two greased loaf pans. Bake at 350
degrees for one hour. Serve plain, buttered or with
a whipped topping. A cup of pineapple or crushed
cherries may be added if desired.

The unfamiliar names
might not matter so
much if we at the muse-
um were not trying to understand the events surrounding
the Battle of Chestnut Woods. Our primary sources of
information are maps of the time period and letters written
by the local militia leaders to their commanders. The mili-
tary communications are confusing at best, so understand-
ing the modern names of these locations is essential. The
soldiers of the Revolution were not able to be consistent in
spelling place names or names of people involved in events.
Often the problem stemmed from the fact that many of
those early names were derived from various languages
including Dutch, French and bilingual hybrids of more than
one language. Various Native American languages, which
never had a written word associated with the name, are
often the most difficult to spell. We encountered so many
unusual names and spellings of places important to our

by a road survey team in
the 1790's did use the
modern  spelling  of
Neversink, but in that
same map the Chestnut
Creek was called the
Chestnut Bush Creek and
the Rondout called the
Rondoudt Kill.

An Ulster County map
created between 1798 and 1808 shows the new township of
Nevisinck that was taken from the Township of Rochester.
Other place names spelled differently shown include the East
Branch of the Delaware River known as the Papachton
Branch, Shandaken as Shandecon and Cochecton as
Cashington. On the same map we see that many place names
have already reached their modern spellings.

The fascinating history of names is an example of history's
mysteries. Those who attempt to understand the evolution of
a place name, try to find its meaning. Sometimes that is easy
as in the examples of Lumberland Township, Ulster County
or the Delaware River. In other instances, the meaning is
obscure. Such is the case with our Town of Neversink.
Many “meanings” have been proposed. None have been
clearly accepted as truly the one. To each his own!

Inductees at Hall of Fame
Ceremony

FALLSBURG - On May 27, 2026, the Fallsburg Central School
District honored their Class of 2026 Hall of Fame inductees,
Joseph Goldstein, James Minarsky, and Albert White.

Following his 1961 graduation from Fallsburg High School
and his subsequent philosophy studies at Columbia University,
Joseph Goldstein took an interest in Buddhism while serving in
the Peace Corps in Thailand. This initiated a lifelong dedication
to mindfulness, leading
him to spend seven years
studying Buddhist medi-
tation in India under
esteemed teachers like
Anagarika Sri Munindra
and S. N. Goenka.

Upon returning to the
United States in 1974,
Goldstein became one of
the first instructors at the
Naropa Institute. He
then co-founded the
internationally
renowned Insight
Meditation Society (IMS) in Barre, Massachusetts, alongside fel-
low Naropa instructors, Jack Kornfield and Sharon Salzberg. He
later helped establish the Barre Center for Buddhist Studies and
the Forest Refuge. Today, Goldstein is widely revered as a pio-
neering and highly respected teacher who helped introduce
insight meditation to the West through his foundational books,
clarity, and humility.

James Minarsky, a 1958 graduate of Fallsburg High School,
left a lasting legacy as
a dedicated communi-
ty member. Over his
decades-long career,
he transitioned from a
volunteer firefighter in
Fallsburg to Chief of
the Grahamsville Fire
Department, and was
later appointed Deputy
Fire Coordinator for
' the Sullivan County

Bureau of Fire. In this
leadership role, James
spearheaded critical
advancements, includ-
ing consolidating county emergency services into a single dis-
patch center, upgrading radio systems and firefighter gear, and
standardizing state reporting.

Additionally, he served as a highly respected propane
mechanic at the Fallsburg Gas Company for several decades. He
earned the moniker of “Master Propane Mechanic” as people
looked to him for his expertise on propane safety and propane-
related fire emergencies.

Recent Statewide Forest
Ranger Actions

New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC)
Forest Rangers respond to search and rescue incidents statewide.
Working with other State agencies, local emergency response organ-
izations, and volunteer search and rescue groups, Forest Rangers
locate and extract lost, injured, or distressed people from across
New York State..

“Our Forest Rangers are elite law enforcement leaders who put
their lives on the line when they respond to a search and rescue,
wildland fire, or State land violation,” DEC Commissioner Amanda
Lefton said. “We're fortunate to have them patrolling State lands and
keeping people safe. Their expertise and professionalism are valu-
able assets, not only in New York, but around the country wherever
emergencies arise."

Prescribed fire is an important land
management tool used to improve
habitat for lands and wildlife.

These burns are regulated by law and regulatlon and require
technical expertise to safely conduct. Controlled burns help prevent
the spread of invasive species, and in some areas, prescribed fire is
used to reduce the buildup of wood, timber litter, and other fuel to
reduce the potential for wildfires that threaten public safety and crit-
ical infrastructure. DEC carefully and responsibly implements pre-
scribed fires only when conditions are favorable to meet land man-
agement goals.

NYS 2026 Securing Communities Against Hate
Crimes (SCAHC) Grant Program
The NYS Division of Criminal Justice Services
(DCJS) seeks applications through the SCAHC grant pro-
gram, which funds safety and security projects at nonprof-
it organizations at risk of hate crimes or attacks because of
their ideology, beliefs, or mission. DCJS expects between
$35 million and $70 million will be made available to sup-
port these projects. Applications will be accepted for up to
$250,000 per organization. Each eligible organization
may submit one application for one or more physical secu-
rity enhancements and/or cybersecurity enhancements.
The deadline for applications is Noon (DST)
Wednesday, July 8, 2026.

NYS Clean Green Schools Initiative

Recently, Governor Kathy Hochul announced more
than $100 million is now available to make clean energy
upgrades in public schools through the Clean Green
Schools Initiative, which provides funding to implement
modern, energy efficient solutions from pre-kindergarten
through grade 12 (P-12) educational buildings.

The initiative is open to public school districts that
are designated as Priority Districts , or if the public school
buildings and Boards of Cooperative Educational Services
(BOCEYS) buildings are located in a disadvantaged com-
munity , as defined by the New York Climate Justice
Working Group. Incentive amounts start at $500,000 for
qualifying projects and proposals are due on August 18,
2026 by 3 p.m.

NYS DEC's Urban and Community Forestry (UCF)
Grant Program
$10 million in funding is now available through
Round 17 of DEC's UCF Grant Program. Of the $10 mil-
lion dollars available for this round of grants, $3 million is
set aside for communities with populations of 65,000 or
less. Maximum grant awards are limited to $2.5 million
and minimum awards are of $50,000.

Applications are due 2 p.m. on Wednesday August

12, 2026.

An Albany County constituent contacted Kirsten's
office for assistance when her Medicare coverage lapsed
due to an administrative issue that went unresolved for
nearly six months. This situation threatened the con-
stituent's health, as she - a recipient of dialysis treatments -
became unable to refill her medications, attend medical
appointments, or apply to transplant centers.

Kirsten's team contacted the Social Security
Administration immediately, and within one week, the con-
stituent's Part B coverage was reinstated and applied
retroactively so that there was no gap in coverage.

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DEC Reminds New Yorkers
to Help Keep Wildlife and
People Safe: If You Care,

Leave It There
Fawns, Baby Birds, and Other
Young Animals Are Rarely
Abandoned and Handling or
Moving Animals Carries Risks

The New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation (DEC) today reminded New Yorkers to
appreciate wildlife from a safe distance and resist the
urge to touch or move young wildlife. As weather
warms and seasons shift, sightings of wildlife are more
common. Fawns, baby birds, and other young wildlife
may seem abandoned, but their parents are often close
by, and well-intentioned interference can pose risks to
the animals and humans.

“With spring well underway, young wildlife is
beginning to reappear in backyards, neighborhoods,
and parks,” said DEC Commissioner Amanda Lefton.
“While some might think these baby animals need
assistance, human interactions with wildlife typically
do more harm than good. Please remember-if you care,
leave it there.”

Avoid Interactions with Young Wildlife

Interacting with young wildlife can be problematic
for the animals and people. When young wildlife ven-
ture into the world, for a brief time they may have lim-
ited ability to fly or walk on their own. While one or
both parents teach survival skills to their offspring,
some young wildlife receive little or no care. DEC
reminds the public that young wild animals like fawns
and baby birds are rarely abandoned. Parents often
place their young somewhere to keep them hidden from
predators while they are off collecting food.

Fawns are born during late May and early June, and
although they can walk shortly after birth, they spend
most of their first several days lying still in tall grass,
leaf litter, or sometimes relatively unconcealed. During
this period, a fawn is usually left alone by the adult
female (doe), except when nursing. Fawns are vulnera-
ble to predators during this period. If human presence is
detected by the doe, the doe may delay its next visit to
nurse.

Fawns should never be picked up. A fawn's protec-
tive coloration and ability to remain motionless help it
avoid detection by predators and people. By the end of
a fawn's second week of life, it begins to move about,
spend more time with the doe, and eat on its own. At
about 10 weeks of age, fawns are no longer dependent
on milk, although they continue to nurse occasionally
into the fall.

Bird nestlings can have closed eyes and can be
featherless, spending approximately two weeks in the
nest until they begin to outgrow the space. Once they
outgrow the nest, nestlings become fledglings, a bird

with developed feathers, and begin to flap their wings
and learn how to fly. In both stages (nestlings and fledg-
lings) the adult birds are nearby and care for them. If a
nestling is found on the ground and cannot be easily and
safely returned to the nest, the public is advised to refrain
from approaching and instead should call a wildlife reha-
bilitator.

Fledglings, on the other hand, can hop and flutter on
their own, and spend short periods out of the nest on the
ground or in low branches. If a young bird is alert, fully
feathered, and moving around, people are encouraged to
watch from a distance and not intervene.

A Reminder Regarding Avian Influenza

Avian influenza is a viral disease in wild birds such as
ducks and geese, gulls, raptors, and shorebirds that is
commonly called “bird flu.” DEC's Wildlife Health
Program monitors the occurrence and impact across the
state. You can report suspected avian influenza bird mor-
talities to DEC. Once completed, the form will automat-
ically be forwarded to regional staff who will determine
the best course of action to follow. Avian influenza is
widespread in wild birds and mammals, so not all reports
will result in DEC retrieving the animals for testing
and/or disposal.

The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
states that the recent HPAI detections in birds pose a low
risk to the public. People should minimize contact
between wild birds, especially waterfowl, and domestic
animals to reduce animal and human health risks.

Sick or Injured Animals

Anyone who encounters a wild animal that is injured
or obviously orphaned should call a trained and DEC-
licensed wildlife rehabilitator. It is illegal to keep
wildlife as pets. Wild animals are not well suited for life
in captivity and may carry diseases that can be given to
people.

Licensed wildlife rehabilitators are the only people
legally allowed to receive and treat distressed wildlife,
and have the experience, expertise, and facilities to suc-
cessfully treat and release wild animals.

Additionally, the public should note the increased risk
of rabies in mammals and are reminded not to handle
species like skunk, foxes, raccoons, or bats directly.
Anyone who observes wildlife that appears to be behav-
ing abnormally should contact their closest DEC region-
al wildlife office or an Environmental Conservation
Police Officer. For more information on wildlife health,
visit DEC's webpage.

Additionally, DEC reminds the public that young
wildlife are not pets. Keeping wildlife in captivity with-
out authorization from DEC is illegal and harmful to ani-
mals and people. Wild animals are not well-suited to life
in captivity and may carry diseases that can be trans-
ferred to humans. DEC also advises the public to keep
domestic pets indoors when young wild animals are pres-
ent. Many fledgling birds cannot fly well when they first
leave the nest and are easy prey for house cats.

Most people have the best intentions when they find
wild animals, but if a fawn, baby bird, or other young
wildlife is found, please remember, “If You Care, Leave
It There.”

Former dairy farmer
Chris Tague celebrates whole milk
victory and renews call to back
New York producers

Assemblyman Chris Tague (R,C-Schoharie), Ranking
Minority Member of the Assembly Agriculture Committee,
was with dairy producers and advocates today at the state
Capitol for Dairy Advocacy Day. Advocates and lawmakers
highlighted the industry's vital role in New York's economy
and a significant legislative win secured earlier this year.

“As a former dairy farmer myself, I'm proud to see the pas-
sage of the Whole Milk for Healthy Kids Act this year,” said
Tague. “This is a win for our kids who will now have access
to real, nutrient-dense milk, and it's a win for New York's
hard-working dairy producers who have struggled with
declining school milk consumption for far too long. But we
cannot stop here.”

Tague emphasized that while this victory is important, the
fight to support New York agriculture must continue with
urgency.

“We must keep fighting for our agricultural sector by pri-
oritizing smart investments in cutting-edge technology,
research and on-farm efficiency improvements that help our
producers stay competitive,” Tague continued. “At the same
time, we need to ease the heavy regulatory burdens that too
often tilt the playing field against our farmers and processors.
If we want strong farms, strong communities and strong
schools, we must deliver real support, not more obstacles.”

Tague thanked the many dairy farmers, processors and
advocates who traveled to Albany today to make their voices
heard and reaffirmed his commitment to being a strong voice
for agriculture in the state Assembly.

Governor Hochul amd Mayor
Mamdani announce the
Launch of City's 2-k
Application Process

Governor Kathy Hochul today joined Mayor Mamdani to
announce the launch of the application process for the first
2,000 2-K seats available this fall in four distinct communities.
This announcement is part of their efforts to deliver free child-
care for all two-year-olds in New York City. Today's program
opening was made possible by the Governor's significant alloca-
tion of $73 million to establish the first 2,000 2-K seats in the
city. With continued State support, the State's investment in 2-K
is expected to grow to $425 million by next year.

“Today, for the first time, families across NYC can begin
applying for free childcare for their two-year-old, making the
dream of 2-K in NYC finally a reality,” said Governor
Hochul. “No parent should have to choose between a job they

love and a child they can't afford to care for. That's why we're
putting this city and state on a path to universal childcare,
delivering relief for working families and ensuring every kid
gets the strong start they deserve.”

The Governor's support for New York City's 2-Care pro-
gram is part of her larger and unprecedented increase in
funding, including a $1.2 billion commitment to support
early childcare and early education efforts in New York City.
These funds will support the City's existing infrastructure to
open new 3-K seats to serve families across the city in addi-
tion to providing continued support for the Childcare
Assistance Program (CCAP).

State Senator James Sanders Jr. said, "The launch of 2-K
is a major investment in New York's future. Every child
deserves a strong start, and every working family deserves
access to affordable, high-quality childcare. I commend
Governor Hochul and Mayor Mamdani for advancing this
initiative and am especially pleased that District 27 commu-
nities, including South Ozone Park, Richmond Hill, Howard
Beach, and the Rockaways, will be among the first to bene-
fit. When we invest in our youngest New Yorkers, we
strengthen families, support working parents, and build a
brighter future for all.”

The initial communities that will receive 2,000 New York
City 2-K seats are:

0 Washington Heights and Inwood

0 Fordham and Kingsbridge

0 East Brooklyn: Canarsie, Brownsville, and Ocean Hill

0 Ozone Park and Rockaways

To complement the rollout of 2-K in New York City, the
State will continue to expand access to high-quality childcare
programs statewide through various models in 2026, saving
families in New York billions of dollars annually. With the
State's FY27 investments, Governor Hochul has now made
more than $11.8 billion in childcare funding available
statewide, dramatically expanding access and putting New
York on a path to delivering universal childcare across the
state. The total FY27 investment for childcare and prekinder-
garten services across the state will be $4.5 billion and will:
0 Make Pre-K truly universal statewide with funding to
make high-quality Pre-K seats available for all four-year-
olds in New York by the start of the 2028-29 school year,
while also increasing State grants to existing programs to
ensure high-quality care.

0 Enhance the Child and Dependent Care Tax Credit to help
defray childcare expenses for 230,000 New York families by
providing an average benefit of $576.

0 Support the development of New York's 'First 3' program,
which will partner with counties to offer high-quality, afford-
able childcare to children aged 0-3 years, regardless of
income.

0 Make historic investments in the Childcare Assistance
Program, delivering high-quality, affordable childcare to tens
of thousands of additional young New Yorkers that is capped
at $15 a week for most families.

0 Support the childcare workforce by increasing the rates
paid to providers by 48 percent and through early childhood
educator preparation
